right to be informed of a data breach when there is a significant risk for the data subjects;
right to object on legitimate grounds to the use of his/her personal data (a derogation makes
it possible to reject such a request where the processing is based on the performance of a
task of public interest);
right of rectification;
right to erasure;
-right to a restricted use of one's data
